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ALWAYS READ THIS BEFORE YOU START USING YOUR NEW SHOOTING WEAR AS IT MAY AFFECT THE VALIDITY OF THE WARRANTY! PLEASE, KEEP THESE INSTRUCTIONES FOR FURTHER USE!

Dear Shooter,
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Thank you for the confidence you show when buying KT-shooting wear. You have made an excellent choice. Since we started to export in 1984 more than 35% of the Olympic, World and European Champions and World Cup winners have used KT shooting wear. More World records have been made with KT shooting equipment than with all other brands together. All our shooting wear and accessories are developed in co-operation with the World's Best Rifle Shooters. The product you have in your hands is the result of an intensive development and testing work by our test group. Shooters like Sonja Pfeilschifter, Rajmond Debevec, Henri Häkkinen, Armin Rothmund or Warren Potent. 

Here is some advice, which will help you to start using your new equipment and keep it in good shape. These instructions are solely for users of KT shooting wear. We do not take any responsibility for the validity of these instructions on other makes of shooting wear. Reproduction of these instructions in whole or in part in any form is forbidden.

SHOOTING JACKET

1.1
LEFT-HANDED SHOOTERS

Left-handed shooters please, note: These instructions are made for right-handed shooters. All KT jackets, pants, braces, gloves and slings are available for left-handed shooters, too. All other products are suitable for both right- and left-handed shooters. Please, use 'right' and 'left' in these instructions accordingly. 
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1.2 WHAT TO WEAR UNDER THE SHOOTING JACKET?

We recommend underwear with a tight fitting. The ones designed for rifle shooting are the best. 

1.3
HOW TO MOUNT THE BUTTONS?
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Some models are delivered with the buttons mounted. However, all our jackets have movable buttons for individual adjustment. We deliver every jacket with a spare button. Keep this extra button in your shooting bag, not at home!  We or our Dealer replace a broken button free of charge if it has been used on a jacket produced by us.

1.3.1. MARKING THE PLACES FOR THE BUTTONS

Put on the jacket. Keep your arms as in Fig. 1 for STANDING, CROSSBOW and 3-POSITION models. For PRONE jackets keep your arms as in Fig. 2 over your head. Control that the bottom line A is straight. Ask someone to help you to mark the buttons from bottom to top with a pen. Please, do NOT keep your arms hanging down as in Fig. 3!  A shooting jacket is made for shooting, not walking.

1.3.2. THE BUTTON MOUNTING TOOL
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Every KT shooting jacket in model XPERT is delivered with The Button Mounting Tool, see Fig. 4, including an awl for making holes and a screwdriver. For other models the Button Mounting Tool can be bought as an accessory from your KT Dealer. Make a small hole with the awl for each button and screw on the buttons. Use the screwdriver for the metal buttons. With plastic buttons keep your thumb against the screw on the inside while screwing on the button.  Do not over tighten! The small plate should be on the inside of the jacket against the lining, see Fig. 5. A drop of oil or grease inside the button makes the task easier. Is it important that you put on all the buttons even if the jacket feels small in the beginning!

1.3.3. IS IT NECESSARY TO READJUST THE BUTTONS?
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In most cases, yes! This applies especially to the top button(s). The jacket has to be ‘broken in’ to fit your shooting position(s). Usually the buttons have to be moved 1-3 times after the jacket has been used for some time. For this reason the top part of the flap is made extra long, see B in fig.6. Otherwise there is a risk that the chest area of the jacket feels too small when the jacket is new.

1.3.4. HOW MANY BUTTONS SHOULD I USE IN THE SHOOTING POSITION?
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For your information: Most international top shooters close all five buttons in standing position, but only the top 1-3 buttons in prone and kneeling.

HOW TO USE THE RIGHT SHOULDER STRAPS?
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With the right shoulder straps loose material on the right shoulder can be pulled back so as not to disturb under the butt plate. This is especially important in the prone position. The middle part can be cut away if necessary, see Fig. 7.

HOW TO USE THE SLING KEEPER?

The sling keeper A with hook is fastened with the Fastening Piece B to the Jacket Attachment C. If a very high fastening of the shooting slings is required A can be fastened directly to C without B, see Fig. 8.


1.6
DOES YOUR NEW SHOOTING JACKET FEEL STRANGE?

When new the canvas is quite stiff. The jacket or pants can feel unpleasant or too small especially if you are not used to modern, stiff equipment. When used a few times the canvas will take the shape of your body and you will get maximum advantage from your KT shooting wear.

Remember that the jacket, especially the sleeves, is not cut for standing straight with arms hanging down but for the shooting position. To get the right feeling for the jacket keep your arms as in the standing position, Standing, Crossbow and 3-position models. For prone jackets keep your arms much higher up over your head or better, go into the prone position.

Some folds are inevitable, as there must be some space to move inside the jacket. This concerns especially the Crossbow and 3-position models, which are compromises, made to function in several shooting positions.

1.7
HOW TO TRANSPORT AND STORE YOUR SHOOTING JACKET?

A shooting jacket should always be transported and stored unfolded in the waist, see Fig. 9. Keep your shooting jacket and pants always on the top in your equipment bag.

If your shooting wear gets wet you should dry it in room temperature on a hanger. Remember that water may destroy the treatment that makes the canvas stiff.

1.8
WHAT TO DO IF YOU HAVE A PROBLEM WITH YOUR SHOOTING JACKET?

If there is a problem with your jacket, call your KT dealer with your jacket and shooting wear available. Do these before you visit the dealer or send him/her the jacket. Many problems can be solved over the phone and you may have to wear the jacket while answering his/her questions.

Never make any markings with a pen or similar on the jacket as this affects the validity of the warranty, except for mounting the buttons.

2.
SHOOTING PANTS

2.1
LEFT-HANDED SHOOTERS

Left-handed shooters please, note: These instructions are made for right-handed shooters. All KT jackets, pants, braces, gloves and slings are available for left-handed shooters, too. All other products are suitable for both right- and left-handed shooters. Please, use 'right' and 'left' in these instructions accordingly. 

2.2

WHAT TO WEAR UNDER THE SHOOTING PANTS?

We recommend underwear with a tight fitting. The ones designed for rifle shooting are the best. 

2.3

HOW TO PUT ON YOUR KT SHOOTING PANTS?

Open the velcro in the front and the zippers in the legs all the way from the bottom to the top before putting them on. This makes it easier to put on the pants and you avoid unnecessary strain on the zippers. 
2.4
WHY IS THE RIGHT KNEE RUBBER PAD LOWER (than the left one) ON SOME MODELS?

The left knee rubber pad is needed between your left knee and elbow in kneeling position to prevent your elbow from slipping on the knee.The rubber pad on your right knee protects your knee and lower leg against the pressure from the floor and needs to be attached lower.


2.5
HOW TO USE YOUR KT SHOOTING PANTS?

2.5.1  Standing position:

Best support is obtained if front velcro and back zippers are completely closed. The zippers can be opened a bit for ventilation but you may lose some support.
2.5.2  Kneeling position:

The front velcro is opened completely for comfort and minimum pulse-disturbance. If this is not enough to obtain a comfortable kneeling position you can open one or two of the …------  formed stitches below the velcro in the fly opening, see Fig. 10. However, you may loose a little support in standing. It is up to you to find the right compromise. The stretch may not be taken away as the pants will then not be according to the ISSF rules.

The back zippers are opened downwards. If you have a too small opening behind the knee there is a bigger risk for pulse disturbance and there is unnecessary strain on the zipper. 

Grab the pants, and lift the legs a bit when going into the kneeling position. This will help you to find a more comfortable shooting position, see Fig. 11.
2.5.3  Prone position:

In the prone position the shooting pants protect your knees and support the hip area. It is easier to get down into position and up again if the zippers are open and you avoid unnecessary strain on the zippers.

2.6  WHICH IS BETTER, BELT OR BRACES?

Of international top shooters about 1/3 use braces and the rest, 2/3, use a belt in the standing position. Our pants have no buttons for braces as they may press your stomach in the prone position or under your left elbow in standing position. Instead our pants have flat loops, see Fig. 12, for one-shoulder type braces. Braces of one-shoulder type do not disturb under the rifle butt plate when in shooting position. The one-shoulder braces are on the left shoulder and they don’t cause disturbance under the rifle butt plate when shooting.

If you prefer to use belt instead of braces and the loops for the braces disturb your shooting they can easily be bent and taken away. See Fig. 13. Our belts are of non-stretch material adjustable from 65-125 cm. We do not recommend leather belts which may stretch especially under humid conditions. 

We strongly recommend that you test both braces and a belt to see which gives you the best support without a minimum of pulse disturbance. Note that ISSF rules allow the use of braces or belt, not both at the same time. Our braces and belts are available as accessories from your KT dealer and are made according to ISSF rules.


2.7
DOES YOUR NEW SHOOTING PANTS FEEL STRANGE?

When new the canvas is quite stiff. The pants can feel unpleasant or too small especially if you're not used to modern, stiff equipment. When used a few times the canvas will take the shape of your body and you will get maximum advantage from your KT shooting wear.

Remember that some folds are inevitable as there must be some space to move inside the shooting pants.

2.8
HOW TO TRANSPORT AND STORE YOUR SHOOTING JACKET?

Always keep your shooting pants (and shooting jacket) on the top in your equipment bag.

If your shooting wear gets wet you should dry it in room temperature on a hanger. Remember that water may destroy the treatment that makes the canvas stiff.

IF YOU HAVE A PROBLEM WITH YOUR SHOOTING PANTS

If there is a problem with your KT shooting pants call your KT dealer with your pants and shooting underwear available. Do this before you visit your dealer or send him/her the pants. Many problems can be solved over the phone and you will have to wear the pants while answering his/her questions.

Never make any markings with a pen or similar on the pants as this affects the validity of the warranty. 

NB! All the new types of our shooting jackets and pants are usable in all three shooting positions as ISSF rules require. However, a jacket or a pair of pants may be uncomfortable or have pressure points, depending on body-build and shooting technique, when used in a position for which it is not designed.

THE SIX GOLDEN RULES FOR SAFE GUN HANDLING
1.
ALWAYS handle a gun as if it is loaded.

2.
ALWAYS keep a gun pointed in a safe direction.

3.
When picking up or receiving a gun, check FIRST that it is unloaded.

4. ALWAYS transport a gun unloaded and with the bolt or breach open or better, separately.

5. Store gun, bolt and ammunition SEPARATELY and keep away from children.

6.
Remember that most accidents happen with 'unloaded' guns.

1. OY TEEMA LINE LTD guarantees that all delivered products are free from faults in materials or workmanship. 


2. Faulty products as mentioned in 1 will be repaired or remade by OY TEEMA LINE LTD according to the decision of OY TEEMA LINE LTD during a time of one year from the original day of purchase.


3. This guarantee is not valid:


For mechanical damages which can be considered normal for the product when used.


If the product has been used in an extreme situation for which it is not intended.


If the product has been repaired or altered elsewhere than at an OY TEEMA LINE LTD Certified Service Station.


If the product is altered or repaired without written permission from OY TEEMA LINE LTD.


If the product, on the request of the customer, differs from the standard models of OY TEEMA LINE LTD.


If the order has been incorrect or incomplete. 


If any markings with a pen or similar has been made on the product. (Except for mounting buttons).


If the production-number marked on a product is taken away or is unreadable.


If the product is given by a dealer to the consumer without instructions which have been supplied by OY TEEMA LINE LTD. 


For Made To Measure orders:


If the order has been incorrect or incomplete or made without using OY TEEMA LINE LTD latest original order forms.


If the name of the person taking the measures is not written on the order form.


If the correct weight and height of the shooter is not written on the order form. 


If the age of the shooter is not written on the order form and the shooter is under 20 years old.  


If the shooter grows or gains/loses weight and therefore his/her measures change after measuring. The shooter must always inform Oy Teema Line Ltd about these changes. 


4. Repair or alteration does not affect the original expiry date of guarantee.


5. This guarantee is only valid for new products sold to the original consumer/shooter.





RETURNS AND REPAIRS


Made to measure and special made orders are excluded from exchange. Form  "Repairing Sheet"  MUST be completely filled in and sent to Oy Teema Line Ltd. for all repairs. All returns and repairs require our written acceptance in advance, stating the way of transportation to be used. All returns and repairs must be sent with all transport costs prepaid and properly packed in a suitable size box.





Return shipments or repairs are only accepted according to above. Other return shipments are not accepted.


Some differences in colours in raw-material may appear. This concerns specially nature material as cotton and leather.
